Summary: 
This posi�on will lay out, posi�on, fabricate and secure parts/assemblies according to specifica�ons or technical drawings, using 
straightedge, combina�on square, calipers and measuring tapes.  Will perform mul�-pass welding (3/8”-1/2” common) on assemblies using 
Gas Metal Arc Welding (GMAW/MIG).  The welder will remove nonconforming areas from work using portable hand grinder or die grinder.  
Individuals must perform all work in a safe and controlled manner while adhering to all safety and produc�on policies and procedures. 
Working safely to prevent on-the-job injuries by following all Tandemloc, State, and Federal guidelines is required to include the use of 
proper approved personal protec�ve equipment including but not limited to safety glasses, safety toed shoes, gloves, hearing protec�on, 
face shields, weld helmets, and skin protec�on.  This posi�on reports directly to the Welding Manager.
